2. Ephesians 4:2 Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with 

one another in love. 
3. Titus 3:3 At one time we too were foolish, disobedient, deceived and 

enslaved by all kinds of passions and pleasures. We lived in malice and 
envy, being hated and hating one another.  

  
Diversity is not a threat in Jesus Christ. We are called to live in unity. 

 
2nd WAY 

We are DIFFERENT by SOCIAL STATUS. 
1. 1 Corinthians 11:33 So then, my brothers and sisters, when you gather to 

eat, you should all eat together.

3rd WAY 

We are DIFFERENT by APPLICATION OF TRUTH. 
1. 1 Timothy 5:21 I charge you, in the sight of God and Christ Jesus and the 

elect angels, to keep these instructions without partiality, and to do 
nothing out of favoritism. 

2. James 4:12 There is only one Lawgiver and Judge, the one who is able to 
save and destroy. But you—who are you to judge your neighbor? 

3. James 5:9 Don’t grumble against one another, brothers and sisters, or you 
will be judged. The Judge is standing at the door!

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4th WAY
